a. President Northcraft called the meeting to order at 6:34pm.

Kevin Northcraft announced the Board has concluded negotiations with the new owners 
of Re.Vive and noted the 10% monthly discount will apply until Evolutions re-opens.

Motion 
was made by Steve Harrell and seconded by Senovia Gutierrez to keep officers the same 
with exception of nominating Xavier Avila as Secretary. However, if Xavier declines the 
nomination, Senovia Gutierrez will remain as Secretary. Motion approved 4-0 with Xavier 
Avila absent.

6. Tulare Hospital Foundation Update – Jan Smith 

In the absence of Jan Smith, Kevin Mooney provided a brief update on current 
Foundation activity. Mooney also reported there is a lot of community support for a 
bond effort if it is in conjunction with grants.  Mooney stated Adventist Health needs to 
inform the community just how heavily invested they are in Tulare. 
 

7. Evolutions Fitness & Wellness Center  
a. Gym Status Update – EVO Management Company 
b. Transition Update – Sandra Ormonde reported the gym is still closed and will not re-

open until the State orders are lifted. Evo Management has applied for a second PPP 
loan and awaiting approval. 

c. Discussion and Action to Approve Support Payment Amount for February 2021  
Motion was made by Senovia Gutierrez and seconded by Mike Jamaica to approve 
the $21,651.71 support payment for February. Motion approved 4-0. 
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8. Adventist Health Tulare Update – Sheri Pereira, Site Administrator 
Sheri Pereira reported the daily census is steady at 28; the first and second floors are 
open; hospital is providing urgent surgeries as of this week; residency program will begin 
this summer along with a dental residency; Orthopedic Associates is now a part of AH 
clinics and they will now be able to perform spine and joint surgeries; OB is steady; AH 
has started a recruitment for OB doctors; and vaccine clinics were available to 
employees. Sheri has informed Kaweah Delta and Sierra View Hospital in Porterville that 
Adventist Health Tulare has capacity to take Covid-19 patients. 

 
9. Adventist Health Tulare – Capital Improvements 

a. NPC-2 Emergency Lighting – Ormonde reported there is an issue with illumination 
degradation in the OR area. Staff will seek bids to remedy. 

b. NPC-2 Exit Signs – AH has a solution and will have this remedied within a couple 
months.
